THE BLUE LAGOON STRATEGY

WHAT IS A LAGOON?

A Lagoon is shallow body of water separated
from a larger body of water by a barrier, like
a reef or sandbar. The Blue Lagoon Strategy
is an approach used by businesses to gain a
competitive advantage by deliberately
concealing (I.e. hiding) information or

activities from competitors and the public
until right moment.

CHARACTERISTICS

1. The aim of the company is
o To maintain secrecy around its strategic plans
o To prevent competitors from figuring them out and gain a first- mover
advantage (i.e. innovation initiator)

2. At the core of Blue Lagoon Strategy is the deliberate concealment of certain
information, initiatives or activities within the company.

3. This can include information related product development, formula work in
process, strategic moves and so on.

STRATEGIC TIMING:

It involves carefully timing the revelation of concealed information or

initiatives for maximum impact.




RISK MANAGEMENT

While secrecy can be a powerful tool, it also carries lot of risks. The companies
which employing this strategy must carefully manage these risks, such as
potential leak of information, internal knowledge of dissemination and etc.

COMPETITIVE ADVANTAGE

By efficiently executing the Blue Lagoon Strategy, companies gain competitive
advantage, (i.e. Edge over market players) and comfortably in good controlling
position.

BALANCING ACT

Successfully implicating this strategy requires a delicate balance between secrecy
and transparency. It is more important to maintain transparency in some areas
with stakeholders and comply with regulatory requirements.

STRATEGIC FLEXIBILITY

Before executing this strategy, tuning of the management and operational level
force is require to cope up with new strategy. Org. may require to realize the
importance and necessary of this strategy in order to achieve a shared vision.
